demolition, involving removal of fixtures and abatement of asbestos, commenced

Field will be completed in late 2011, approximately one vear later thap projected,
2. Ruppert Plaza, Mill Pond Park, Pedestrian Bridge, Building . The bujld-out of
Ruppert Plaza amenities is tied to Heritage Field, located immediately adjacent to
it. Tt is expected to be completed along with H eritage Field in late 2011. Mill
Pond Park opened on October 22,2009. A pedestrian bridge connecting the new
stadium, Heritage Field, Metro-North and Mill Pond Park opened in May, 2009,
Mill Pond Park can also be accessed via the new Gateway Center Mall and by

be saved, as of February 22, 2010 the City has the approvals necessary to proceed
with its demolition. That will now be undertaken.
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I note in addition that since the project began, an additional 0.75-acre parce! that was
origimally held out of the replacement land at Heritage Field has been added to it.
